Upon arrival to the port 
1. Contact Harbormaster 
a. VHF 16 or 907-874-3736
2. Wrangell Harbormaster or Harbor staff will assist you on moorage for your vessel 
3. Please report last port of call.
4. Please notify the Harbor Department if anyone on board is in quarantine (entered the State within 14 days).
5. If you or a person on the vessel is experiencing a fever, sore throat, shortness of breath, chills or body aches, headache, abdominal pain, diarrhea or vomiting please stay on your vessel and let Harbormaster or Harbor Staff know. 
For Fishermen
6. If you’re under quarantine you must fly your Lima flag for the entire 14 days. (Harbor office has Lima flags available)
7. Please provide a copy of signed Health Mandate 17 – Appendix 02 Form to the Harbor Department
8. Transient Fisherman not under quarantine are expected to remain onboard the vessel except for essential supplies/services during which social distancing and masks should be worn.

The Wrangell Harbor Department will issue a packet upon arrival with the following information
1. Health Mandate 17 with helpful links/resources
2. Health Mandate 17 – Appendix 02 Form (3 Copies) – A copy for your vessel and a copy for the Harbor and Cannery. 
3. Wrangell’s COVID-19 Travel document with local numbers for Clinic, Grocery Stores, Local Authorities, Hardware Stores and Mask resources.
4. Wrangell Harbor Department Moorage Form – If in quarantine you can take a picture of the completed form and email to Harbor@wrangell.com 
5. Wrangell Travel Guide
6. A pair of disposable gloves. 
7. A copy of the Marine Service Yard agreement highlighting the new Section 8.
